Week 1: Revise word classes from previous year and KS1.  What is a noun? What is a noun phrase?  What is an adjective? What is a preposition?  What is a determiner?

Week 2:  Revise word classes from previous year and KS1.What is a pronoun? What is a possessive pronoun?  What is a verb? What is an adverb?  

Week 3 : Revise verb tenses – simple past and simple present, present perfect and present progressive.   What is the present perfect tense? What is the progressive tense? (Year 2)  Ensure understanding of the key terms. Include different tense verbs – present, past, progressive and past perfect.

Week 4: Revise simple sentence. Write simple sentences in various verb forms using noun phrases, prepositions to add interest. Identify the single action and revise the fact that there is only one main clause in these sentences so therefore no conjunction.  Assess understanding of noun phrases, prepositions and use of punctuation.

Week 5: Revise the term conjunction. Identifying the conjunction in compound sentences.  Teach that using conjunction will create a multi-clause sentence.  FANBOYS.  Revise compound sentence. 

Week 6 :  Revise conjunctions in complex sentences – identify the complex sentence.  Identify the subordinating conjunction.  

Note  - Week 4-6 is a revision of sentence types
	Week 1 Play games involving understanding of word classes – noun, verb, adjective, , preposition. Could be find the word class in a sentence – sentence detective style game or simply a word sort. Sort words in: the Roman book on the shelf

Week 2 As per week one but with focus on other word classes.  

Week 3
Write and identify range of tenses in the different forms. May need extra week for this at a later date.  

Week 4 Use words from spelling plans to write sentences with different verb forms, expanded noun phrases, simple single clause sentences.  

Week 5 At this point, focus on identifying the conjunction in compound sentence, Teach  FANBOYS and equal weighting clause sentence. 
Teach they will come in middle of the clauses.
