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Science Expectations


General
All Science lessons are taught weekly and using the White Rose scheme of work. These slots can either take place on the same afternoon, or on separate days depending on what staff feel is more appropriate.
Structure of the curriculum
Each Science lesson has two learning objectives – one for scientific knowledge and one for working scientifically. 

We teach using the White Rose slides as a basis for our science learning. The slides start with a flashback four, which is similar to maths.  The slides for the lesson can be adapted to ensure that they meet the needs of the children. 

Working Scientifically is woven into these lessons but to ensure full coverage, teachers should add a working scientifically objective to each lesson and some sort of working scientifically activity. The scheme of work that White Rose provides for each lesson gives some suggestions for working scientifically ideas, but please come and see the Science lead if you need any other ideas. We use the PSTT working scientifically and science enquiry skill visuals to give a visual prompt about which skill we are using. 

We also use the White Rose workbooks for checking for understanding at the end of the lesson – teachers should feel free to adapt/skip out any questions that they feel are unnecessary. Some small steps may need to be merged as there are more small steps than weeks in the year – if this happens, then teachers may wish to cut out some of the workbook questions so children are not overloaded.  The workbook work should be live marked where possible, and whole class marking would also be a good way to give instant feedback/address misconceptions in the moment.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Explorify activities should be used regularly in lessons where they are appropriate as they give extra opportunities for oracy within Science lessons. 

White Rose now produce extension questions for each lesson. These, or a similar style of question from another source should be used as an extension.

Knowledge organisers are available for children to use – ideally, these should be added to a folder so that children can access them when needed for retrieval.

Assessment

At the end of a Science unit, children will complete the assessment quiz provided by White Rose. This should be stuck into their green science books.
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
